Much of the content you put in your 

newsletter can also be 

used for your Web site. 

Microsoft Publisher 

offers a simple way to 

convert your newsletter 

to a Web publication. 

So, when youõre fin-

ished writing your 

newsletter, convert it 

to a Web site and post 

it.

Some newsletters include a column 

that is updated every issue, for in-

stance, an advice column, a book re-

view, a letter from the president, or 

an editorial. You can also profile new 

employees or top customers or ven-

dors.

The subject matter that appears in 

newsletters is virtually endless. You 

can include stories that focus on cur-

rent technologies or innovations in 

your field.  

You may also want to note business or 

economic trends, or make predictions 

for your customers or clients.  

If the newsletter is distributed in-

ternally, you might comment upon new 

procedures or improvements to the 

business. Sales figures or earnings 

tools you can use to draw shapes and 

symbols. 

Once you have chosen an 

image, place it close to 

the article. Be sure to 

place the caption of the 

image near the image.

Selecting pictures or graphics is an 

important part of adding content to 

your newsletter.  

Think about your article and ask your-

self if the picture supports or en-

hances the message youõre trying to 

convey. Avoid selecting images that 

appear to be out of context.  

Microsoft Publisher includes thou-

sands of clip art images from which 

you can choose and import into your 

newsletter.
